
 

 
 

Import of Exhibition Goods for  
IAAPI 2010 

 
 
IAAPI 2010 Exhibition organized by IAAPI. has been approved by India Trade 
Promotion Organisation under the Ministry of Commerce vide Certificate 
No.___________________________ dated _______________ and hence in terms of 
Para 2.29 of the Export Import Hand Book of Procedure 2002-2007 issued by DGFT 
India, the import of Exhibits, Stand construction and Decoration material required for 
the temporary stands of the Foreign / Indian exhibitors for a period of six months on 
re-export basis are allowed to be imported without any import licence / certificate or 
any permission. Consumables such as paints, printed material, pamphlets, literatures 
etc. pertaining to the exhibits need not be re-exported.  
 
 

 RULES & REGULATIONS FOR IMPORT OF EXHIBITION GOODS 
 

Exhibition goods can be imported for IAAPI 2010 only by any bonafide exhibitors 
or their official /appointed contractors holding participation/ recommendation 
letters issued by IAAPI. under any of the following schemes as the case may be: 

 
1) Under ATA Carnet (Import duty free):  
 

a) India is signatory to the Customs Convention on ATA Carnet for temporary 
admission of goods, therefore, exhibition goods which are easily 
identifiable by means of a Model No., Serial No. or any other distinctive 
markings for the ease of identification, the same can be cleared from 
Customs on the basis of ATA Carnet issued in accordance with the 
Customs Convention on ATA Carnet by any issuing authority affiliated to 
the International Bureau of Chamber of Commerce and guaranteed in 
India by the Federation of Indian Chambers of Commerce and Industry, 
which has been appointed as the guaranteeing association for ATA Carnets 
in India, without need of any other Bond /Guarantee involving additional 
financial costs.  

 
b) The exhibition goods should in all respects conform to the description, 

quantity, quality, value and other specifications given in the ATA Carnet 
duly certified by the Customs Authority on the exportation voucher at the 
country of exportation.  
 
 
 
 



 

c) The goods shall have to be exported within a period of six months from 
the date of importation; only the Department of Revenue, under the 
Ministry of Finance of the Central Government of India, for further period 
not exceeding six months if required, can grant extension.    
 

d) Consumables such as brochures, catalogues, pamphlets, food and 
beverages or any other items, which are not returnable and are for the 
consumption during the exhibition, should not be imported under the ATA 
Carnet. 
 

e) In the event of failure to re-export the goods within the stipulated period 
of six months from the date of importation as specified, the Customs Duty 
shall have to be paid as applicable. 
 

f) Goods imported are not allowed to be sold, loaned or used other than the 
purpose for display at the exhibition, the goods cannot be removed from 
the exhibition venue / site without prior permission from the Customs 
Authorities concerned. 
 

g) Goods can be re-exported back to origin or any other destination out of 
India after the official closure of the exhibition as per the instructions of 
the ATA Carnet holder or the exhibitor as the case may be. 

 
h) Exhibits / Goods brought under ATA Carnet can be sold during the 

exhibition and within the stipulated period of six months up to which 
goods can remain in India on payment of duty as applicable by the buyer.  
 

i) The agent handling the ATA Carnet has to be duly authorized by the ATA 
Carnet holder accordingly.    
 

j) ATA Carnet should be obtained according to nature of exhibits and its sale/ 
re-export possibilities since part shipment for sale/ re-export involves 
additional formalities delaying either of activities. 

 
 

2) Under Temporary Import Bond supported with suitable Guarantee 
issued by Bank or The Embassy of the country from where the 
exhibitor participates, in terms of Customs notification number  
03/ 89 dated 9-1-1989 (Import Duty Free). 

 



 

 
a) Exhibitors participating from countries who are non-signatory to the 

Customs convention on ATA Carnets as well as exhibitors who do not want 
to use ATA Carnet can import exhibition goods, which are easily 
identifiable by means of a Model No., Serial No. or any other distinctive 
markings for the ease of identification, the same can be cleared from 
Customs on execution of a temporary bond with undertaking to re-export 
the exhibition goods within the period of six months from the date of 
importation and also complying to all the other conditions set forth in the 
Customs notification no. 03 / 89 the Bond amount required is  @150% of 
the Value of exhibits plus Guarantee equal to the 100 % of customs duty 
as applicable and payable, the same has to be issued by any reputed bank 
in India who may be counter parts of the issuing bank of the exhibitor or 
issued by The Embassy of the country from where the exhibitor belongs. 
 

b) The requirement of re-export shall not be necessary in case of printed 
matter, catalogues, price-lists, advertising posters, calendars, unframed 
pictures and photographs pertaining to exhibits on display which are 
distributed free of charge to the visitors where the value and quantity in 
opinion of Customs authorities are reasonable having regard to the nature 
of the event and number of visitors. 
 

c) Consumable goods like alcoholic beverages, tobacco goods, fuels and like 
are not allowed for imports free of duty and can be subject to fine, penalty 
or confiscation or both. 
 

d) Goods imported are not allowed to be sold, loaned or used other than the 
purpose for display at the exhibition, the goods cannot be removed from 
the exhibition venue / site without prior permission from the Customs 
Authorities concerned. 

 
e) Exhibition goods not re-exported within the stipulated period of six months 

from the date of importation or where any conditions of notification no. 
03/89 is found not adhered to, customs duty as applicable shall be 
payable.   
 

f) Exhibits / Goods brought under temporary bond can be sold during the 
exhibition and within the stipulated period of six months up to which 
goods can remain in India on payment of duty as applicable by the buyer. 
 

g) The agent handling the Customs clearance and site handling 
responsibilities has to be duly authorized by the exhibitor accordingly.    



 

  
3) Import of goods on payment of Customs duty. 
 

a) All goods except contraband, fire-arms, used goods are allowed for import 
in to India on payment of customs duty as applicable. For timely clearance 
and to avoid disappointment and last minute surprises, It is advisable to 
check the exact duty and permissibility of goods prior to making the 
shipment with any of the official forwarders appointed by the  
IAAPI for IAAPI 2010. 

 
 

 Transportation, Customs Clearance, Site Handling and complete    
expo-logistics management of exhibition goods arriving for

 Sale clearance and related documentation: 
 

- Exhibition goods can be sold during the exhibition and within the stipulated 
period of six months from the date of import. 

 
- The buyer of the goods has to pay the customs duty as applicable. 

 
- The goods can be used only after clearing the same through the customs on 

payment of customs duty as applicable. 
 

- The goods cannot be shifted to any other site without the permission of 
Customs authorities / payment of duties and taxes. 

 
- If goods cleared under ATA Carnet are sold/disposed off, customs duty 

against goods cleared on ATA Carnet shall have to be paid. 
 
 
 
 



 

- If Goods cleared under temporary bond are sold, Customs duty has to be paid 
by the buyer as applicable directly to concerned customs authorities. 

 
- The buyer of the goods if is eligible for any Customs duty benefit or excise 

duty benefit in the normal course of trade, the same is extended if purchase is 
made from the exhibition provided the related formalities are completed and 
required documentation support is submitted to proper authorities, for specific 
requirements the official agents appointed by AIPMA may be contacted for 
further details in this regard. 

 
- The obligation of exhibitor is over once the buyer pays the duty and taxes as 

applicable. 
 

- The official forwarders will store the goods and shall keep the goods under 
their custody till the applicable Customs duty and taxes are paid, and official 
release is received from the exhibitor, for related costs the exhibitors can 
contact the official agents individually. 

 
- Documentation: 

 
i. Sale invoice with commercial CIF price in foreign currency drawn on 

buyer. 
 
ii. Sale communication / contract or Memorandum of understanding or 

agreement if any. 
 

iii. Declaration regarding value, terms and condition of sale including 
relationship with seller  

 
iv. Customs declaration  

 
v. Authority letter of buyer to agent for handling sale clearance  

 
vi. Import –Export code number allotted to the buyer. 

 
vii. Copy of catalogue / brochure pertaining to goods purchased / under 

clearance. 
 

viii. Original set of certificates or entitlement certificate in case if specific 
benefit claimed by the buyers.

All types of above stated machinery are allowed to be imported without any import 
license or permission, however if IInd Hand or used machinery is imported the 
importer should be a actual user. For import of some parts like mould steel, the 
supplier needs to be registered with the Bureau of Indian Standards. Also there are 
some special schemes announced by the Indian Government allowing imports under 
concessional rate of duty based on the type of machine or status of the importer or 
buyer such as Export Promotion Capital Goods, 100% EOU, SEZ, Jobbing etc; and 
hence it is highly recommended to use the services of Siddhartha Logistics who 
specialize in the field of foreign trade and logistics in order to ensure successful 
completion of all types of selling or purchase transactions during and after the 
exhibition.

PROCEDURE TO AVAIL OCTROI EXEMPTION FOR 
IAAPI 2010  

(18-20 MARCH, 2010), Mumbai, INDIA. 
 
Octroi exemption has been granted by BMC for goods entering inside Mumbai city for 
exhibition IAAPI 2010. However certain formalities have to be completed for availing 
this Octroi exemption. 
A)   Every exhibitors has to deposit a refundable amount of Rs. 10,000/- (Rupees Ten 

Thousand) by Demand Draft in Favour of "Municipal Corporation of Greater 
Mumbai". 

B)   Refund of Deposit : 
 Procedure for refund claim of the deposit amount of Rs. 10,000/- will commence six 

months after close of Exhibition and we submit the claim document in BMC than 
BMC gate approx 6th month The refund Cheque from BMC Will be obtained in the 
name of each individual exhibitors.
